If only acting in‘the rank, they shall rank and command after
Officers holdmg the corresponding confirmed rank and in relntlon to each other shall rank and

command according to the order in which their names stand in the Official List of the Officers
of the Royal Navy unless the Admiralty may otherwise direct.

6. All steps in rank given on or after retirement, while conferring the title, uniform and other
advantages of the higher rank will not give the right of command amongst Naval Officers, which
mf always to be governed by the date of commission in the rank held on the active hst at the date
ofretirement.
