EXTRACT FROM THE KING'S REGULATIONS.

OFFICERS IN GENERAL.

1. The Officers of His Majesty’s Navy are divided into the following branches, namely:
Military, Medical, Accountant, Naval Instructor, Artisan.

6. All steps in rank given on or after retirement, while conferring the title, uniformr and other
wdvantages of the higher rank will not give the right of command amongst Naval Officers, whict
is[ always to be governed by the date of commission in the rank held on the setive hst at the date
of retirement.
