If only acting in the rank
they shall rank and command after officers holding the corresponding confirmed rank
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~nd in relation to each other shall rank and command according to the order in
wiich their names stand in the official list of the officers of the Royal Navy, unless
the Admiralty may otherwise direct. Officers, other than Executive Officers,
shall rank with each other and with Executive officers according to rank and sen-
iority. Officers of the Royal Canadian Navy, Royal Australian Navy and the New
Zealand Division shall rank and command with officers of the Royal Navy accord-
ing to their rank and seniority in the Dominion Naval Forces.
